Fluent in English.

Functional skills in Microsoft Office (Word, Excel, Powerpoint, Outlook), social media, as well as
general communication and office administration.

Experience with school presentations and marketing, as well as orientations and volunteer
management, will be an asset.

Self-starter, creative, able to work in a team as well as independently, enthusiastic and passionate
about YFU.

Applicants should be at least 19 years old.
